The Child Booster Seat has a flame retardant cover which is removable for cleaning. Cleaning instructions are on care label attached to cover.
Do not use solvents or detergents to clean the Child Booster Seat. Clean the foam shell with mild soap and warm water only.

TO REMOVE COVER
Remove the cover by gently pulling it from the body, feeding the sash locator and lap belt Anti Submarining Clip through the slot in the cover.

TO REPLACE COVER

Reposition the cover so that the cover foam faces the base and the backrest of seat. Fit the cover over the backrest first and then the base.
Feed the sash locator and lap belt Anti Submarining Clip back through the appropriate slots in cover.

If your restraint has been involved in a severe crash, you should destroy the restraint even if no damage is obvious. Some insurance
companies offer vehicle insurance which covers or partially covers the replacement of your child restraint. Contact your insurance company
for further details.

Your insurance company may require you to keep the child restraint for assessment, but do not use the child restraint after a severe crash.
To assist you in making an accident insurance claim cut the following statement and include it with your claim.

NOTICE TO INSURANCE COMPANY CHILD RESTRAINT INVOLVED IN AN ACCIDENT

All Safe-n-Sound child restraints are manufactured to Australian/New Zealand Standards AS/NZS 1754-2004 which require us
to advise users of child restraints to "Destroy the entire restraint if it has been in use in a severe crash, even if no damage is
obvious". The joint Australian/New Zealand Standards committee CS/85, advise that the statement applies whether a child was
in the child restraint or not. A severe crash, we consider as being one where the main body structure of the vehicle is distorted.

There is no method of determining if the restraint has been damaged and we concur with the Australian/New Zealand Standards
in recommending destruction of the child restraint.

This notice is to advise you of the requirements of the Australian/New Zealand Standards and our obligation in complying with
the standards.

HOW
TO USE &
INSTALL
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WITH LAP-SASH SEAT BELT
1. Place the Booster Seat in the desired seating position..

2. With the child in the Booster Seat, engage seat belt buckle and tongue ensuring there
are no twists in the belt. If the seat belt buckle is adjustable, adjust the buckle as low
as possible away from the child.

3. The sash locator should be used to correctly position the sash portion of the lap-sash
seat over the child’s shoulder and across the chest. To adjust the height of the sash
locator, feed the 3 bar slide through the appropriate slot in the Booster Seat and cover.
Adjust the height of the sash locator so that the clip is level with or above the child’s
shoulder. Connect the sash of the lap-sash seat belt to the sash locator clip at shoulder
height as shown.

4. Fit the lap belt Anti Submarining Clip to the lap part of the seat belt with the Safe-n-Sound logo
facing forward. The Lap Belt Anti Submarining Clip should be used at all times to prevent
the child submarining (sliding forward at base of seat) in the event of an impact.

Fit the Lap Belt Anti Submarining Clip
to lap belt with the Safe-n-Sound logo
facing forward.

5. If using an Inertia Reel Retractor seat belt, adjust lap portion of the seat belt firmly around
the child and Child Booster Seat, then let the slack sash portion retract up into sash retractor.

6. The seat belt must fit firmly but comfortably across the lap and chest. If possible, adjust the

vehicle seat to improve the position of the sash on the child’s chest. Fit the Lap Belt Anti Submarining Clip
to lap belt with the Safe-n-Sound logo
facing forward.

WITH APPROVED CHILD SAFETY HARNESS (rear seating position only)
Also use the instructions supplied with the Child Safety Harness.
1. Place the Booster Seat in the desired seating position.

2. Attach the Child Safety Harness to the anchor fitting as detailed by the Child Safety harness
instructions.

3. Place the child on the restraint and thread the lap seat belt or converted lap-sash seat
belt through the loops as appropriate for the size of the child.

4. Adjust harness correctly around the child as instructed by the Child Safety Harness
manufacturer.

5. Fit the seat belt tongue to the buckle and adjust the seat belt firmly but comfortably
around the child’s pelvis. If the seat belt buckle is adjustable, adjust the buckle as low as
possible away from the child.

6. Fit the lap belt Anti Submarining Clip to the lap part of the seat belt with the Safe-n-Sound
logo facing forward.

7. And then adjust the harness to fit comfortably over the chest. Once adjusted, no
further adjustment is necessary except to accommodate for the child’s growth. Do not over _~
tighten the Child Safety Harness so it is lifted off the child’s lap.
